Brian did both, drawing my attention with his humor and his enthusiasm. His
reviews weren’t always beloved by humor-challenged readers, but by God,
they were HIS. I liked them.

Going back to humor and enthusiasm. I guess you’d say those are two more
defining traits. Brian applied both, and a ridiculously high-powered work ethic, to his
own project, “So Super Duper”. When I saw it for the first time, I found it immediately

charming. More than that, I dug the undercurrent. When we opened more of
Blog@Newsarama to posting webcomics, “So Super Duper” became a fixture.
Brian took some heat for various reasons, but he handled in with grace and
professionalism. He let me be the guy that yelled at people. That’s okay;
I sort of enjoy that on occasion.

But clearly, “So Super Duper” is about discovery. Psyche doesn’t have a complete
picture of who he is, and as he goes on the journey, he also discovers what it’s like to
be a hero and a teammate.

“So Super Duper” is a special book. Brian funneled personal feelings and love of the
medium into a story that balances laughs, action and pathos. Celina comes in
to help him realize the vision, and it’s all together here for you to discover for
yourself. Whatever your journey is, I hope that “So Super Duper”
makes it a little bit brighter.
